Addendum to Conditional Reinstatement Agreement

Whereas, the Kentucky Board of Physical Therapy (“Board”) approved a
Conditional Reinstatement Agreement with James Richard Roe, 237 Forest Hills Drive,
Lexington, KY 40509 (Respondent) on November 15, 2018;

Whereas, as part of the Agreements, Respondent was prohibited from applying for
relief from his lifetime agreement with the Board’s Impaired Physical Therapy
Practitioner’s Committee (“IPTPC”) for a period of five (5) years;

Whereas, the Board and Respondent mutually desire to remove the five (5) year
prohibition; and

Whereas, having considered the matter, the Board and Respondent hereby agree to
amend the Conditional Reinstatement Agreement as follows:

Conditional Terms of Reinstatement

Respondent’s license to practice physical therapy in the Commonwealth of
KentucKy shall be reinstated upon the following conditions:

1. Respondent shall sign a lifetime agreement with Board’s Impaired Physical

Therapy Practitioner’s Committee (“IPTPC”) and remain compliant with all
terms and recommendations for as long as Respondent practices physical
therapy in the Commonwealth of Kentucky. Genditioned—upon—faverable—
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from his IPTPG contractafter five {5} years.
All other terms of the Conditional Reinstatement Agreement as signed by

Respondent and Approved by the Board remain in full effect.

Whereas, the Kentucky Board of Physical Therapy (“Board”) approved Settlement
Agreements with James Richard Roe, 237 Forest Hills Drive, Lexington, KY 40509
(Respondent) on May 13, 2011 and November 20, 2014 for violations of KRS
327.070(2)(a), (k), and (m);

Whereas, as part of the Settlement Agreements Respondent voluntarily
surrendered his license to practice physical therapy in the Commonwealth of Kentucky for
a period of at least three (3) years;

Whereas, Respondent has submitted an application for reinstatement of his license
to practice physical therapy with the Board on December 7, 2017; and

Whereas, having considered the matter, the Board hereby agrees to reinstate
Respondent’s license contingent upon certain conditions as expressed below:

Jurisdiction

The Respondent acknowledges the Board has jurisdiction over Respondent’s

request for reinstatement. The Respondent also acknowledges the Board has the legal

authority to accept or deny his application.




The Respondent acknowledges the Board will retain jurisdiction over this matter
until all terms and conditions set forth in this Settlement Agreement have been met to the
satisfaction of the Board.

Publication of Settlement Agreement

The Respondent acknowledges, once adopted by the Board, this Settlement
Agreement is considered a public document, available for inspection at any time by any
member of the public under the Kentucky Open Records Act. Further, the Respondent
understands the Board is free to make any use it deems appropriate of the contents of this
Settlement Agreement, which shall include the Board’s ability to share the content of this
Settlement Agreement with any governmental or professional Board or organization,
publication of a summary in the Board’s newsletter and availability via the Board’s website,
and reporting under federal law.

Conditional Terms of Reinstatement

Respondent’s license to practice physical therapy in the Commonwealth of
Kentucky shall be reinstated upon the following conditions:

1. Respondent shall sign a lifetime agreement with Board’s Impaired Physical
Therapy Practitioner’s Committee (“IPTPC”) and remain compliant with all
terms and recommendations for as long as Respondent practices physical
therapy in the Commonwealth of Kentucky. Conditioned upon favorable
recommendation from the IPTPC Chair, Respondent can apply for release
from his IPTPC contract after five (5) years.

2. Respondent shall comply with all terms and conditions imposed by the Board
in the May 13, 2011 and November 20, 2014 Settlement Agreements.

3. If the Board determines after a due process hearing that Respondent has
violated any of the terms of this Agreement or KRS Chapter 327 and the
administrative regulations thereunder, it may, in its discretion, impose
additional disciplinary action against Respondent’s license to practice, up to
and including the revocation of his license.

vIn the event the Respondent should leave Kentucky to reside or practice outside of
Kentucky or for any reason should the Respondent stop practicing physical therapy in
Kentucky, the Respondent shall notify the Board in writing within ten (10) days of the
dates of departure and return or the dates of non-practice within Kentucky.

Non-practice shall be defined as any period of time exceeding thirty (30) days in
which the Respondent is not engaging in activities defined in KRS 327.010(1).

Duty to Cooperate with the Board

The Respondent agrees to permit and cooperate with the Board, its members,
agents, and employees, to monitor the Respondent’s compliance with the terms and
conditions of this Agreement.

The Respondent expressly understands failure to comply with and complete all
terms of this Agreement shall constitute a violation of KRS 327.070(2)(k) for failing or
refusing to obey any lawful order of the Board, for which the Board may impose additional
penalties available under law after notice and opportunity to be heard. The Respondent
agrees to indemnify the Board for any costs, including reasonable attorney’s fees, if the
Board finds, after notice and opportunity to be heard, that the Respondent has failed to
comply with any provision of this Settlement Agreement.

Release of Liability

In consideration of execution of this Agreement, the Respondent, the Respondent’s
executors, administrators, successors and assigns, hereby releases and forever discharges
the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Kentucky Board of Physical Therapy, and each of

their/its members, agents, staff, and employees in their individual and representative
et



capacities, from any and all manner of actions, causes of action, suits, debts, judgments,
executions, claims and demands whatsoever, known and unknown, in law or equity, the
Respondent ever had, now has, may have or claim to have against any or all of the persons

or entities named in this paragraph arising out of or by reason of this Agreement or its

The Respondent understands the Board is free to accept or reject this Agreement. If
the Agreement is not accepted by the Board, it shall be regarded as null and void. The
Agreement will not be submitted for Board consideration until after it has been agreed to
and executed by the Respondent. The Agreement shall not become effective until it has

been approved by a majority of the Board and endorsed by a representative member of the

contract between the Respondent and the Board, subject only to approval by the Board as
set forth above. The Respondent shall not rescind, revoke, withdraw, or request to modify

this Agreement prior to or during its presentation to the Board at a regularly scheduled
